We all have the same number of hours each day, and-it’s up to us to decide how we spend them.
According to “the5-hour rule,” how we choose to spend those hours might mean the difference between
success and mediocrity.

There are 24 hours in a day. The average person sleeps around eight hours, with the Dutch sleeping
the most andthe Singaporeans the least. After we subtract 7 hours of working time, we’re down to 9
remaining hours. Much of those9 hours are taken up by shopping, housework, unpaid labor (e.g. care
work), eating and drinking. Of course, there aremassive cultural differences. For instance, people in
France, Greece, Italy and Spain report spending more time eatingthan people in most other European
countries.
